But where have communities ever really excelled at a major 

venture.

They make a big percentage 

of the population unhappy, just like being forced to see a specific 

movie on Friday night.  And they stifle innovation because a 

majority can block any idea that is non-conformist (politically 

incorrect).   

 

If we could reinvent the country's government, we would proba-

bly still start with the Constitution, but we would depend on it 

far more than we do today.   And we would not allow any legis-

lation unless some supermajority were in favor, maybe 80% or 

more.    

 

I don't 

think so.  Unless 80% of the population really felt that the legis-

lation was in most everybody's interest, then we go back to   

relying on the Constitution.

But we should 

error in favor of fewer rules passed by a majority to steal the 

liberty of the minority.

As a person whose craft is words, I find it interesting that the 

term diversity has commonality with the terms divide and 

divisive, meaning to separate.

That is, we have yet further evidence that the data is being cooked to make the long-running claim of an increase in global temperatures, and now to diminish the apparent cooling of 

said temps. As the gang at EU referendum tout, "it is in Soviet Union that the CRU, NOAA, NASA show the greatest warming." 

 

Around the world temperature stations have been widely decommissioned in rural and higher elevations, and we see an over -emphasis on increasingly urbanized (and therefore 

warmer) stations in the curious selection process as to what temperatures should count, and how much. The latter point references the fact that the data is then adjusted, and we are 

also seeing an increase in adjusting urbanized (that is, artificially warm) temperature records not down, but upward. 

Excerpted in pertinent part, Joe Writes: 

On Tuesday, the Moscow-based Institute of Economic Analysis (IEA) issued a report claiming that the Hadley Center for Climate Change based at the headquarters of the British 

Meteorological Office in Exeter (Devon, England) had probably tampered with Russian-climate data. 

The IEA believes that Russian meteorological-station data did not substantiate the anthropogenic global-warming theory. The data of stations located in areas not listed in the Hadley 

Climate Research Unit Temperature UK (HadCRUT) survey often does not show any substantial warming in the late 20th century and the early 21st century. 

The HadCRUT database includes specific stations providing incomplete data and highlighting the global-warming process, rather than stations facilitating uninterrupted observations.

IEA analysts say climatologists use the data of stations located in large populated centers that are influenced by the urban-warming effect more frequently than the correct data of 

remote stations. 

The reason this cherry-picking is relevant - as is the apparent similar gamesmanship being played with other countries examined in recent days including China and New Zealand - 

because our NOAA compiles the global dataset and the rest work from it. So when CRU claimed that it "lost" its raw data, what  they're saying is the claim to have lost which stations 

they chose from NOAA's compilation, making it impossible for those who wish to check it to discern how they got the answer they did. 

If it is what it appears to be, and my dozen years working with these people and the past few weeks peeking further inside thanks to ClimateGate tell me that it is, then this is root-

cause corruption.

Joseph McNamara 

 

McNamara's career in law enforcement spans a thirty-five-year period. He began in Harlem as a beat patrolman for the New 

York City Police Department. He rose through the ranks and in midcareer was appointed a criminal justice fellow at Harvard 

Law School, focusing on criminal justice research methodology. Following this appointment he received two Littauer Fellow-

ships from the Kennedy School of Government at Harvard. During this leave from police work, he obtained a doctorate in pub-

lic administration. Returning to duty with the NYPD, he was appointed deputy inspector in charge of crime analysis for New 

York City. 

 

In 1973 McNamara became police chief of Kansas City, Missouri, leading that department into groundbreaking research and 

innovative programs. In 1976 McNamara was appointed police chief for the city of San Jose, where he remained until his re-

tirement in 1991. During his tenure, San Jose (the third-largest city in California and the eleventh largest in the United States) 

became the safest city in the country, despite having the fewest police per capita. 

 

McNamara has served as lecturer and adjunct professor at five different colleges and has lectured at many of the nation's top 

universities, including Harvard, Stanford, and the University of California at Berkeley. In 1980, he was appointed by the U.S. 

attorney general to the advisory board of the Bureau of Justice Statistics. 

 

He has been a consultant for the United States Department of Justice, State Department, the Federal Bureau of Investigation, 

and some of the nation's largest corporations. 

 

McNamara's books include three national best-selling detective novels and a respected crime prevention text. He is completing 

a book on U.S. police corruption in the drug war. He has been a commentator for National Public Broadcasting and has ap-

peared on numerous news programs. He has published articles in national and scholarly publications. 

 

He holds a B.S. from John Jay College of Criminal Justice, a Criminal Justice Research Fellowship, Harvard Law School, and 

a doctorate in public administration from the John F. Kennedy School of Government, Harvard University.
