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We are in a battle for the soul of America. We have strong opponents in the White House, the Congress, the mainstream media, 
Hollywood, and among academicians, union leaders, socialist ideologues, and habitually-voting registered Democrats.

John B. Taylor is the George P. Shultz Senior Fellow in Economics at the Hoover Institution and the Mary and Robert Raymond Professor 

of Economics at Stanford University. He has served as the director of the Stanford Institute for Economic Policy Research and was found-

ing director of Stanford's Introductory Economics Center. 

Taylor's fields of expertise are monetary policy, fiscal policy, and international economics. He has an active interest in public policy. Tay-

lor is currently a member of the California Governor's Council of Economic Advisors, where he also previously served from 1996 to 

1998. In the past, he served as senior economist on President Ford's Council of Economic Advisers in 1976, as a member of President 

Bush's Council of Economic Advisers from 1989 through 1991, as economic adviser to the Bob Dole presidential campaign in 1996, and 

as economic adviser to the George W. Bush presidential campaign in 2000. He was also a member of the Congressional Budget Office's 

Panel of Economic Advisers from 1995 to 2001.  

For four years from 2001 to 2005, Taylor served as Undersecretary of Treasury for International Affairs where he was responsible for 

U.S. policies in international finance, which includes currency markets, trade in financial services, foreign investment, international debt 

and development, and oversight of the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank. He was also responsible for coordinating finan-

cial policy with the G-7 countries, was chair of the working party on international macroeconomics at the OECD, and was a member of 

the Board of the Overseas Private Investment Corporation. 

In 2007, Taylor was awarded the Adam Smith Award from the National Association for Business Economics (NABE) for his work as a 

groundbreaking researcher, public servant, and teacher during a career of more than 30 years and his outstanding leadership in the field of 

economics. Taylor was also awarded the Alexander Hamilton Award for his overall leadership in international finance at the U.S. Treas-

ury and the Treasury Distinguished Service Award for designing and implementing the currency reforms in Iraq, and the Medal of the 

Republic of Uruguay for his work in resolving the 2002 financial crisis. In 2005, The Stanford Institute for Economic Policy Research 

awarded Taylor with the George P. Shultz Distinguished Public Service Award. Taylor has also won many teaching awards; he was 

awarded the Hoagland Prize for excellence in undergraduate teaching and the Rhodes Prize for his high teaching ratings in Stanford's 

introductory economics course. He also received a Guggenheim Fellowship for his research, and he is a fellow of the American Academy 

of Arts and Sciences and the Econometric Society; he formerly served as vice president of the American Economic Association. 
Before joining the Stanford faculty in 1984, Taylor held positions as professor of economics at Princeton University and Columbia Uni-

versity. Taylor received a B.A. in economics summa cum laude from Princeton University in 1968 and a Ph.D. in economics from Stan-

The point of the letter was that admittedly the joke is tasteless, but it is symptomatic of something much more severeðfear. 

Fear of the harm that Obama can cause to the well-being of most Americans. Fear of a President who is himself a race-monger 

at best, and at worst, a racist. If Barack Obamaôs positions toward average Americans (who are predominantly white) was not 

clear in the beginning of his term, they certainly should be clear now. Yes, he has white liberal sycophants who bow at his feet 

and prop him up, but given his disdainful attitude toward the majority of Americans, I would wager that many whites (maybe 

most) view him as dangerous.

Shahzad also had a web of jihadist contacts that included big names tied to terror attacks in the U.S. and abroad, including the figure who 

has emerged as a central figure in many recent domestic terror attempts ï radical American-born Muslim cleric Anwar Awlaki. 

Besides Awlaki, sources say Shahzad was also linked to a key figure in the Pakistani Taliban, its Emir Beitullah Mehsud, who was killed in 

a drone missile strike in 2009.   The Mehsuds had been family friends of Shahzad, who is the son of a former high-ranking Pakistani mili-

tary officer.

I'm Arizona State Senator Sylvia Allen.  I want to explain SB 1070 which I voted for and which was just signed by Governor Jan Brewer. 

 
Rancher Rob Krantz was murdered by the drug cartel on his ranch a month ago.  I participated in a senate hearing two weeks ago on the bor-

der violence.  Here are just some of the highlights from those who testified: 

  

The people who live within 60 to 80 miles of the Arizona/Mexico Border have for years been terrorized and have pleaded for help to stop the 
daily invasion of humans who cross their property.   One Rancher testified that 300 to 1200 people A DAY come across his ranch vandalizing 

his property, stealing his vehicles and property, cutting down his fences, and leaving trash.  In the last two years he has found 17 dead bodies 

and two Quranôs.          Border Invasion Pictures 

 

Another rancher testified that drugs are brought across his ranch daily in a military-type operation.  A point man with a machine gun goes in 

front, 1/2 mile behind are the guards fully armed, 1/2 mile behind them are the drugs; behind the drugs 1/2 mile are more guards.  These peo-

ple are violent and they will kill anyone who gets in their way.   
  

This was not the only rancher we heard that day who talked about the drug trains.   One man told of two illegals who came upon his property, 

one had been shot in the back and the other in the arm by the drug runners who had forced them to carry the drugs and then shot them.   

Daily they listen to gun fire.  It is not safe to leave his family alone on the ranch, and they can't leave the ranch for fear of nothing being left 

when they come back. 

The border patrol is not on the border.  They have set up 60 miles north with check points that do nothing to stop the invasion.  They are not 

allowed to use force in stopping anyone who is entering.  They run around chasing them; if they get their hands on them, then they can take 

them back across the border. 

Federal prisons have over 35% illegals and 20% of Arizona's prisons are filled with illegals.  In the last few years 80% of our law enforce-

ment that have been killed or wounded have been done so by illegals. 

  

The majority of people coming over now are people we need to be worried about.  The ranchers told us that they have seen a change in the 
people coming; they are not just those who are looking for work and a better life.  

    

The Federal Government has refused for years to do anything to help the border states.  We have been over-run, and once they are here, we 

have the burden of funding state services that they use.  Education costs have been over a billion dollars.  Their health care costs billions of 

dollars.  Our State is broke. We have a $3.5 billion deficit, and we have many serious decisions to make. 

One is that we do not have the money to care for any who are not here legally.  It has to stop.  The border can be secured.  We have the tech-

nology we have the ability to stop this invasion.  We must know who is coming and they must come in an organized manner, legally, so that 

we can assimilate them into our population and protect the sovereignty of our country.  We are a nation of laws.  We have a responsibility to 
protect our citizens and to protect the integrity of our country and the government which we live under. 

  

I would give amnesty today to many, but here is the problem: we dare not do this until the Border is secure.  It will do no good to forgive 

them because thousands will just come behind them, and we will be over-run to the point that there will no longer be the United States of 

America but a North American Union of open borders.
